funds). Upon acceptance, $200.00 fee is not returnable. Electricity will be available at some sites, $25.00
additional.

Slides: Submit three 35mm slides representative of your work and one 35mm slide of your entire display. You must send
SLIDES for EACH media you intend to display. Artist’s name, media, and size of work must be clearly printed on
the front of each slide. Mark “TOP” of each slide. Slides will be returned ONLY if a self-addressed stamped enve-
lope with adequate postage is included with entry. $200 fee will be returned to any rejected application; all other
fees are nonrefundable. Incomplete applications will be returned. Slides that cannot be returned because of lack
of postage may be picked up at the information booth the day of the show. All work must be for sale.

Jury: The jury committee will categorize and view all entries and compile the results. The decisions of the jury are final.
Deadline: Entries will be accepted until August 1, 2007. Late entries will incur a $25 late fee. Notice of acceptance or
' rejection will be mailed by August 18, 2007.
Sales: All sales will be transacted by and proceeds will go to the artist. Each artist is responsible for the collection and
payment of Michigan Sales Tax on all sales made during the show.
Display: Space allotted will be approximately 12’ x 12’. All artists are responsible for cleaning their area at the end of the

day. Trash receptacles will be provided. Artists will be responsible for furnishing their own display, tables and
chairs. Come prepared for weather elements. Tent weights are required.

No pets allowed. No alcoholic beverages and/or drugs allowed. Hired salespeople are prohibited. No auxiliary
utilities (electricity/water), auxiliary power by battery only. No generators allowed.

Set-Up: Thursday, Sept. 20 from 2 PM to 7 PM (subject to weather conditions). Friday setup 9 AM to 11:30 AM. Saturday
setup 10 AM to 11:30 AM. Sunday setup 10 AM to 11:30 AM. All vehicles must be removed from the display to
the designated parking area by 11:30 AM Friday, Saturday and Sunday. Welcome packets will be picked up at
the information desk with appropriate I.D. Exhibitor identification card will be included with your welcome packet
and must be prominently displayed all days. Spaces will be preassigned and are not transferable. Early take
down is prohibited.

Restrictions:

Awards: Cash awards and ribbons will be presented. $500 for best of show, $250 for first place, $150 for second place $100 for
third place. Judging will commence at NOON on Friday, Sept. 21. No other awards or ribbons may be displayed.

Misc.: Food, parking and rest room facilities are available. Extensive advertising is provided for Warren’s 50th Birthday
Bash Totally “Art”rageous. Security on site from set up until end of show.

Liability: Artist must agree to hold harmless the City of Warren, the Warren DDA, Watts UP Inc, and TJ’s Customs Inc. and
